During more than 40 years, Vauban has been the personal military architecture advisor of the King Louis XIV 
and has built amount 40 places in Europe. Neuf-Brisach remains a strategic stop, a must-see in Europe, an 
unique site in terms of quality, details and preservation. Built in 1699, by the famous Vauban, after a request 
from Louis XIV in order to protect the Eastern boarder on the Rhine. This specific stronghold has been drawn 
according to a plan in a 16 branches star.
